Joseph Siddiqi: Painting & Drawing
"Stories from the Inner-city”

Uses aerial views from mountain tops and high buildings to explore how the pressures and energy of the city merge with vast sky and distant landscapes and tap into something potentially universal.

Holly King: Painting and Drawing
“Landscapes of the Imagination”

Discusses the transformations that occur when photographing and lighting constructed landscapes in order to create a tension between visible artifice and generated illusion.

Peter Flemming: Intermedia/Cyberarts
Talk about concepts of light and landscape through electro-mechanical equivalents that use bolts, batteries, metal and custom electronics to blend organic modes with technological ones.

Francine Potvin: Ceramics
“The Secret Life of Plants”

Explores the potential of botanical images to provoke contemplation and rootedness as a means of reinventing the self.

Margaret Hodges: Art History
“Hybridity in Aesthetic Accounts of the Natural Environment”

Studies how aesthetics, architecture and nature come together in a landscape rehabilitation project where an architectural framework has been constructed to preserve nature.

“Three  Iterations of 4’33”
Buddhist concepts of impermanence, dependent origination and emptiness are followed across three iterations of John Cage's composition 4'33".

“Slowing Down and Going Backwards”

Will discuss the application of low-tech techniques wholly dependent on light and optics as an alternative to the increasingly dominant use of computational processes in motion picture production.

Clara Gutsche: Photography
“The Photographic Portrait: Searching for Aesthetic Control”

Utilizes the tradition of photographic portraiture as a medium of light and darkness to capture and concretize fleeting nuances expressed through gesture and facial expression.

“Ordinary Matter”

Will speak about a new work to be performed at Usine C this spring. “Ordinary Matter” brings together ideas of presence and light by drawing upon astrophysical and cosmological imagery, text, movement and ancient philosophical practices.
